UCIAC BOYS JV SOCCER TOURNAMENT

The Union County Interscholastic Athletic Conference Boys Junior Varsity Soccer Tournament is open to all members of the UCIAC.  The tournament will be conducted in five rounds and each game will be played under National Federation rules.  All games must be played until a winner is determined.

All teams that wish to enter the tournament should send a representative to the seeding meeting on October 6 at 7 PM at Roselle Catholic with a complete list of results from all games played and a JV roster.  Each team representative will speak on behalf of their team and then each school representative will seed the tournament.   Schools that can not send a representative should submit a list of their results to the tournament director by October 5. 

ROSTER

A player MAY NOT APPEAR on the Varsity Roster for a County Tournament Game and be eligible to play in the JV tournament.

The Seeding Process

-At the meeting, each school will be given 2 minutes to discuss their team’s results and where their team should be seeded.  Coaches or school representatives are only to discuss their team.  Bad mouthing other teams will not be tolerated and will result in forfeiture of your school’s speaking time.

-Each school will then fill out a seeding form ranking the teams with the strongest team at number 1 then working down.

-The tournament coordinators will then tally the results and seed the tournament based on the results.  The team with the lowest total points will be the #1 seed; the second lowest total will be the #2 seed and so forth until each seed has been determined.

- In the event of a tie, the coaches will be asked to re -rank only the teams involved in the tie.    The team receiving the lowest point total will receive that seed and all other teams will receive subsequent seeds.

-The seeding is not official until it is approved by the UCIAC.

-The NFHS and NJSIAA format for overtime will be used in each round up to and including the semi-finals of the tournament for all games that end regulation play in a tie. 

-Any game that is tied at the conclusion of two overtime periods up to and including the semifinals will be decided using the NFHS and NJSIAA rules governing shootouts.

-If the County Championship game is tied at the conclusion of the overtime periods, a co-championship will be awarded.

-All rounds up to the semifinals will be played on the higher seeded team’s field and that team will wear white jerseys.
