Team scoring will continue throughout wrestleback.

Team scoring will be 6th place.

13.  District runner-up

14.  20+ varsity wins in previous season

15.  District place finish (3-4)

16.  Wrestler defeated a District Champion

17.  12-15 varsity wins during current season 
18.  15-19 wins in previous season

19.  Champion in 8 team tournament (eight man brackets)

20.  6-11 varsity wins during current season 

21.  10-14 varsity wins in previous season 
22.  20+ varsity wins during career
23.  Varsity winning percentage during current season (10 match minimum)

*Wrestlers will then move ahead of wrestlers they defeated in head to head competition (during current season only). 
*If wrestlers have split bouts, the higher seed will be given to the wrestler who has 

1.  Won the majority of matches (2 out of 3) 

2.  Won the most recent match. 

*Round-robins will be thrown out

*Common opponents will not be considered.
